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Abstract:
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Energy Humanities is an emerging interdisciplinary field influenced by
posthumanist perspectives such as new materialism and environmental
humanities. It seeks to employ broader theoretical frameworks and perspectives to
elucidate the role of energy in shaping modernity, offering integrated solutions—
encompassing political, cultural, and social transformations—to address the
crises of modernity. This paper applies the cognitive psychology theory of “Shift
of Mental Set” to analyze the generative mechanisms and social motivations
behind the rise of Energy Humanities. The analysis reveals that Energy
Humanities emerges from a cognitive process aligned with the logic of “exposure-
breakthrough-transcendence-reconstruction” , wherein cognitive subjects critically
move beyond the traditional affirmative mindset toward fossil fuels and creatively
shift their mental sets through posthumanist and new materialist ideologies. By
subverting and reconstructing anthropocentric mental set, Energy Humanities
critiques and rectifies the institutional and cultural tenets of fossil capitalism,
advocating for the dismantling of developmentalism and extractionism while
redefining the significance and value of energy for sustainable development.
The rise of Energy Humanities is driven by both external systemic crises and the
intrinsic cognitive impetus to transcend established paradigms, representing a
theoretical and practical endeavor to reimagine and re-narrate the relationship
between energy, society, and culture through value-laden and aesthetic
consciousness. This paper aims to deepen understanding of this nascent academic
trend, shedding light on the cognitive-psychological processes through which
contemporary humanities scholars grapple with modernity-induced anxieties and

explore postmodern cultural reconstruction.
