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digital marketing capability formation processes. Based on factors influencing the formation of digital marketing
capabilities in Chinese enterprises, namely customer demands (the degree of data resources accumulation) and
digital technology (digital technology application capability), businesses are categorized into four types and
scenarios: traditional enterprises (lacking data resources and digital technology application capability), balanced
enterprises (possessing some data resources but lacking digital technology application capability), integrated
enterprises (lacking data resources but possessing some digital technology application capability), and creative
enterprises (possessing some data resources and digital technology application capability). Subsequently, this
study delves deeper into the mechanisms through which digital marketing capabilities are shaped under the four
distinct scenarios. Building upon these findings, we construct a comprehensive analytical framework for the
formation process of digital marketing capabilities in Chinese enterprises.

The Efforts of the National Government to Seek Soviet Military Intervention and Public Opinion at the
Early Stage of Total Resistance Against Japanese Aggression by the Whole Nation

After the Lugou Bridge Incident, the National Government had the intention of urging the Soviet Union
to send troops to participate in the Sino-Japanese War. The early stage of the total resistance against Japanese
aggression was the period when the National Government and the public were the most eager to urge and expect
Soviet military intervention. In the initial period after the Lugou Bridge Incident, the National Government still
adhered to the old thinking of provoking a prior war between Japan and the Soviet Union to alleviate or divert
the Sino-Japanese conflict. After conducting a further analysis of Japan’s military intentions and the trend of
the war, the National Government shifted to the “Soviet-deterrence strategy”, placing hopes in Soviet military
intervention to intimidate Japan into halting its invasion of China. Later, after the loss of the Battle of Shanghai
and the expansion of the Sino-Japanese war, the National Government adjusted its strategy again to induce the
Soviet Union to send troops in the hope of forming a military alliance with the Soviet Union. During the period,
the people of China had infinite hope and expectation that the Soviet Union would send troops to help China.
There were constant rumors in society such as “ the Soviet Union would send troops”, “ Outer Mongolia would
send troops”, “a war would break out between Japan and the Soviet Union”. However, as the Soviet Union did
not send troops for a long time, public opinion in society gradually shifted from hopefulness to disappointment,
and from goodwill to frustration. The process of shifting public opinion about the Soviet Union, on the one
hand, manifested a change in the national perception of and attitude toward the Soviet Union. On the other hand,
it vaguely revealed the “self-centered” imaginative logic thinking of the Chinese people.

Island Studies in China and Chinese Island Poetics

Island studies in China is deeply influenced by the island poetics in Chinese literature. Shaped by the
combined effects of international island studies and Chinese island poetics, island studies in China, on the basis
of its local island geography and culture, has derived perspectives with Chinese characteristics. Additionally, the
academic concerns and research interests in Chinese island studies echo the island concepts in Chinese literature,
further promoting the rediscovery, reinterpretation, and reproduction of Chinese island poetics. As a theoretical
concept that enriches island studies in China, Chinese island poetics is rooted in Chinese island literature and
committed to identifying islandness and island-mainland relationship in the Chinese context. Integrating ancient,
modern, and contemporary conceptions of island in China, it is marked by a dynamic interplay between history
and the present, imagination and reality, island and continent, as well as ideality and reflexivity. Ancient Chinese
literature, manifesting the evolution of early Chinese ideas about islands, laid the foundation for Chinese island
poetics; through the combination and negotiation of continental and island perspectives, modern island literature
extends the connotations of ancient Chinese island poetics; contemporary island poetics, based on the earlier
poetic tradition and the phenomenon of contemporary Chinese island literature, constitutes the core of Chinese
island poetics. Contemporary Chinese island poetics is characterized by the co-existence of three distinctive
perspectives: external island perspective, internal island perspective, and interstitial island perspective. The three
perspectives complement each other, reflecting the hybrid and diverse characteristics of Chinese island culture.
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
