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to participate and build a diversified state-funded teacher education system. By highlighting the logic of
profession by introduing professional accrediation of teacher education, it can further ensure the quali-
ty of student-teachers. With the coordination between the logics of market and of profession, it can
improve the dynamic entry-exit mechanism. A category-based graded assessment mechanism can be
established to improve the professional quality of state-funded teacher students. Within the mecha-
nism, three categories of normal universities can launch state-funded teacher education program, in-
cluding normal universities under the sole direction of the Ministry of Education of China, those under
the joint direction of the Ministry of Education of China and provincial education authorites as well as
those under the sole direction of provincial education authorites. Meanwhile, the mechanism can be a
bridge for the identity transformation between the state-funded student teachers and majors other than
teacher education. Based on a graded performance assessment, the mechanism provides diversified ca-
reer choices for graduates. The policy can strengthen the logic of profession to promote teachers’ pro-
fessional development and achieve the integration of pre-service and in-service education.

Why the Sense of Cultural écart and Cultural Mindfulness are so

Important for Cultural Confidence BI Chongzeng(122)

The phenomena of cultural self~confidence originated in modernization, which is a core theme in
understanding the mind of current Chinese people. The consciousness of culture under the pressure
from the West triggers cultural reflection and classification, which may lead an attitude featured as ar-
rogance, inferiority, or confidence towards culture. In this thesis, I proposed that the cultural mind-
fulness inspired by cultural reflection and the sense of cultural space (écart) induced by cultural classi-
fication are two distinct processes for people to experience and understand their own culture. Although
those two kinds of self-reflective cultural ideology may contribute high level cultural confidence, the
confidence adaptivity depends on interculturality and cultural intelligence. The psychological mecha-
nism of those two cultural confidence processes should be fully investigated in the future studies.

Evolution and Development of National Identity Research from the Psychological Perspective
BAI Xiaoli QI Shisan WU Yuntena JIANG Yongzhi(130)
In the structure of the pluralistic integration of the Chinese nation, national identity includes not
only the identification of members of each ethnic group with their own national values and codes of
conduct, but also the identification of members of each ethnic group with the Chinese ethnic commu-
nity and its subsidiary cultural concepts. Therefore, the study of national identity is the social and
psychological foundation for promoting national communication and integration in the new era, and
forging the consciousness of the Chinese nation’s community and realizing the unity and development
of the Chinese nation. This research systematically sorts out the conceptual development, theoretical
evolution, and content expansion of ethnic identity from the vertical logic, which has positive refer-
ence and enlightenment for promoting ethnic identity research under the multidisciplinary perspective
in the new era.

Title: Geo—Cognition and National Identity in Early Modern English Literature LIU Lihui(139)

National identity is in nature an emotional bond between the state and an individual or a group of
people. Geo-entities could effectively serve as the physical base and conditions for national identity to
be attached to. However, little attention has been paid to the geo-function of constructing national i
dentity. Political and geographical dimensions are the indispensable elements of the modern national
state. The Reformation initiated the process of English national state in the 16th century. Early mod-
ern English literature, in accordance with the geo-mapping of the national state, supplies a variety of
geo-writings so as to stimulate geographical cognitions and thus to construct national identity in the
English reader and audience. Shakespeare’s and Spenser’s praise of the British isle serves to construct
the identity of an island nation; king Lear’s tragedy demonstrates the conflict between the seigniorial
system and the land identity of the early modern national state. Besides, the landscape in early modern
English literature also carries varied values isomorphically corresponding to national identity.

The Reconstruction of Original Works and the Generation of Classics:
The Travel of Romeo and Juliet in China ZHANG Lei(153)
In the process of classic generation, including cross-cultural communication, the original works
will be reconstructed. The result of the reconstruction of original works is to produce classics. The
travels of Shakespearean plays in China is a typical process of the reconstruction of original works and
the generation of classics. In the case of Shakespeare’s early play Romeo and Juliet, Lin Shu’s Tales
from Shakespeare and Dai Wangshu’s Romeo and Juliet etc, made the drama story gradually familiar
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
